CONDITIONS

Given prisoners that have been captured on the battlefield by your unit, blank DA Forms 5976 (Enemy Prisoner of War (EWP) Capture Tag), first aid supplies, communications equipment, and field-expedient materials. 

STANDARDS

1. Ensure captives are searched, silenced, segregated, safeguarded, and sent speedily to the rear. 

2. Ensure captives are treated humanely in accordance with (IAW) the provisions of the Geneva Convention. 

3. Ensure documents, maps, overlays, unusual equipment, or other items of potential intelligence value are secured. Ensure materials found are reported (IAW) local instructions to the nearest intelligence personnel. 

4. Ensure all prisoners are evacuated to a Military Police (MP) Collecting Point. 

TRAINING AND EVALUATION


Training Information Outline
1. Search captives. Disarm and search each captive. 

a. Seize all weapons. 

b. Seize all items of potential intelligence value (for example, maps, overlays, operations orders, and equipment of new or unusual design). 

c. Tag each captive and all documents, weapons, and other items seized from them. Captives can keep personal identification papers. 

2. Segregate captives by military rank, civilians, sex, and nationality. 

3. Safeguard captives. Prevent escape and protect captives from mistreatment, humiliation, degrading acts, abuse, or injury. 

4. Silence captives. Order your guards to enforce silence among all captives. Remember, without communication, captives will have little chance to organize and disrupt your operations. 

5. Speed captives to the rear as soon as possible within your mission constraints. Move captives as follows: 

a. Provide guards to escort captives to the closest collecting point or holding area. Example: If moving captives by vehicle, assign at least one guard per vehicle. If moving captives on foot, assign enough guards to secure all four sides of the formation. 

b. Use empty transportation returning to the rear if possible to reduce manpower requirements. 

c. Plan captives' evacuation away from movement of the U.S. or allied forces. 

d. Evacuate captive litter patients through medical channels.

Evaluation Preparation

Setup: This task is best evaluated during a field exercise IAW the evaluation of the task Handle Enemy Personnel and Equipment, task number 191-377-5250. For the evaluation, provide all materials and personnel listed in the Conditions section. 

Brief Airman: Tell the airman he will be evaluated on his ability to direct and ensure the appropriate handling of enemy personnel and equipment IAW the five S's plus T.

	1. Ensures the five S's plus T are implemented for each prisoner (Search, Segregate, Silence, Safeguard, Speed, and Tag). 

a. Make sure each captive is searched. If additional items of equipment, documents, or personal items are found (items missed during the initial search by your capturing troops), ensure that each item is added to the original "Part C" of the capture tag and placed with the other items. 

b. Ensure that the prisoners are segregated as follows: 

(1) By rank (officers, Noncommissioned Officers (NCO), and enlisted). 

(2) By sex. 

(3) Civilians from military. 

(4) By nationalities, if possible. 

c. Ensure the prisoners are not allowed to talk. Direct your guards not to talk to the prisoners unless they are giving them instructions. 

d. Make sure the prisoners are safeguarded. 

(1) Check to see if there are any wounded prisoners who need medical care. If so, contact the medic for first aid or arrange for medical evacuation as required. 

(2) Ensure prisoners are protected from mental and physical abuse. 

(3) Make sure the guards provide firm, humane treatment at all times. 

e. Ensure the prisoners are searched and tagged and prepared for evacuation to the rear as quickly as possible. 

f. Check that each prisoner is tagged with an EPW capture tag. If there are prisoners who are not tagged, ensure they are tagged at this time. 

(1) Notify your chain-of-command of the number of prisoners and their status. 

(2) Make sure that prisoners with significant intelligence value are given priority for evacuation, if possible. 

(3) Obtain guidance on how the prisoners are to be evacuated to the rear.

	2. Prepares to evacuate the prisoners. 

a. Retain "Part B" of the tag to maintain accountability of the prisoners. 

b. Ensure the prisoners have their identification papers, helmets, and masks. 

c. Select escort personnel and identify the Noncommissioned Officer In Charge (NCOIC). 

d. Brief the escort personnel on the route and security procedures. 

e. Direct the NCOIC to obtain a receipt when he transfers custody of the prisoners and property to the MP. (The Military Police will prepare DD Form 629, Receipt for Prisoner or Detained Person.)

	3. Releases the prisoners and all seized property to the escort NCOIC for movement to the nearest MP collecting point.
