CONDITIONS

Given a group of airmen in MOPP4 in an area where chemical agents have been used. Airmen have extra M8 detector paper. Three situations must be considered: 

1. An M256 or M256A1 chemical agent detector kit is available. 

2. A chemical agent monitor is available. 

3. Neither an M256 or M256A1 chemical agent detector kit nor a chemical agent monitor is available. Note: In wartime environment, if available, use the M256-series chemical agent detector kit and the chemical agent monitor. 

STANDARDS

Conduct unmasking procedures without incurring casualties by following the proper sequence with and without the M256 or M256A1 chemical agent detector kit or the chemical agent monitor. 

TRAINING AND EVALUATION


Training Information Outline
1. Conduct unmasking procedures with use of an M256-series detector kit. 

a. Conduct unmasking in the shade. 

b. Use M256-series chemical agent detector kit to test for chemical agents. Use M8 detector paper to check areas for possible liquid contamination. Continue unmasking procedures only if chemical agents are not present. 

c. Direct one or two airman(s) to unmask for five minutes and then don, reseal, and clear their masks. 

d. Observe these airmen for ten minutes for symptoms. 

e. If no symptoms appear, direct all airmen to unmask. 

f. Check airmen for delayed symptoms and have first aid treatment available. 

g. Complete steps 1a through 1f in sequence. 

2. Conduct unmasking procedures with use of the chemical agent monitor. 

a. Conduct unmasking in the shade. 

b. Use chemical agent monitor to test for chemical agent vapors. Use M8 detector paper to check areas for possible liquid contamination. Follow commander's guide on unmasking procedures. 

(1) If CAM reading is 0 or 1 bar, give the allclear signal to unmask. 

(2) If CAM reading is 2 or 3 bars, direct one or two airman(s) to unmask for five minutes, and then reseal and clear their masks. Observe them for ten minutes for symptoms. If no symptoms appear, direct all airmen to unmask. Check airmen for delayed symptoms and have first aid treatment available. Allow airmen to remain unmasked for no more than 30 minutes during a 24-hour period with reading of 2 or 3 bars. Complete this step in sequence. 

(3) If CAM reading is 4 or more bars, ensure airmen remain masked. 

3. Conduct unmasking procedures without use of a chemical agent detector kit or chemical agent monitor. 

a. Conduct unmasking in the shade. 

b. Use M8 paper to check for liquid contamination. Continue only if no chemical agents are present. 

c. Select one or two airmen to perform unmasking procedures. 

d. Instruct these airmen to take a deep breath and break the seals of their masks, while keeping their eyes open, for 15 seconds. 

e. Instruct these airmen to reseal and clear their masks. 

f. Observe them for ten minutes for symptoms. 

g. If no symptoms appear, direct these airmen to break the seals of their masks, take two or three breaths, and then reseal and clear masks. 

h. Observe them for ten more minutes for symptoms. 

i. If no symptoms appear, direct these airmen to unmask for five minutes and then remask. 

j. Observe them for ten minutes for symptoms. 

k. If no symptoms appear, it is okay to unmask. 

l. Check airmen for delayed symptoms and have first aid treatment available. 

m. Complete steps 3a through 3l in sequence. 

Evaluation Preparation

Setup: Evaluate this task during a field exercise or during a normal training session. The M256 TRAINS kit will be used for training and evaluation purposes. 

Brief Airman: Tell the airman he will be evaluated on his ability to conduct unmasking procedures with and without the use of a chemical agent detector kit or a chemical agent monitor. The airmen taking part in the process will only act as directed by the airman conducting the unmasking exercise and will not be evaluated on their performance.
