Tactical Analysis and Forecast Program (TAFP)

AIRCRAFT MISHAPS

1.0.  References:  AFMAN 15-125

2.0.  General:  An aircraft mishap can be an accident or an in-flight/ground emergency.  The weather team actions are crucial for a safe recovery of an in-flight emergency and for providing a data save for an investigation board.  
This SOP outlines procedures for team members in the event of a mishap.        

3.0.  Aircraft Emergencies:  Upon notification of an aircraft emergency, the weather team will:

3.1.  Immediately intensify the weather watch.

3.2.  Be ready to respond to short-notice requests for terminal weather information.

4.0.  Aircraft Accidents:  Upon notification of an aircraft accident, the weather team will:

4.1.  Take and disseminate a complete local surface observation.  Indicate (ACFT MISHAP) on the AF Form 3802, Col 13; DO NOT disseminate this remark.

4.2.  Solicit information (cause/time/location/type acft, injuries, etc.)

4.3.  Notify next higher echelon SMO.

4.4.  Start a Weather Information File (WIF).  The WIF will include, if available, the following information:

4.4.1.  Surface observations (all area observations within 12 hrs.)

4.4.2.  Radar observations (from any source for area within 12 hrs.)

4.4.3.  PIREPS (all area reports within 12 hrs.)

4.4.4.  TAF (all area forecasts within 12 hrs.)

4.4.5.  RAOB/Artymet data for local area.

4.4.6.  Warnings and advisories, from any sources.

4.4.7.  Satellite pictures (within 12 hrs).

4.4.8.  850, 700, 500, and 300mb upper air charts (with continuity)

4.4.9.  Surface analysis (with 12hr continuity)

4.4.10.  HWD charts (within 12 hrs).
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4.4.11.  Radar charts (within 12 hrs).

4.4.12.  Copy of briefing forms if briefed by team forecaster.

NOTE:  Refer all requests of weather information relating to mishap to the weather team OIC/NCOIC.  Make a record of all information that is provided to another agency.  Release no original weather records without the approval of the SMO or NCOIC.
