Given a tactical exercise. 

STANDARDS

Make a complete and accurate oral or written report to your leader that identifies hazards, assesses potential for loss, and describes countermeasures. 

TRAINING AND EVALUATION


Training Information Outline
1. Examine the site and determine its' suitability for the activity you are going to perform. The assessment must consider size, surface, accessibility, and environmental conditions such as potential for flooding, rock slides, etc. 

2. Identify the hazards. Using past training and experience, inspect tactical activities. Look for the basic hazards involved in areas such as vehicle operations, fuel storage/use, mess operations, explosives and ammunition storage/use, bivouac operations, generator use, communication operations, and weapons handling. Include hazards due to movement of other units through your location (e.g, passage of lines in the offense and defense, and relief in place). Consider environmental conditions, such as weather, foliage, animal life, etc. that may increase accident potential. Also, identify airman errors that might increase accident potential. 

3. Assess the potential loss. Identify what could happen. Determine likelihood of an accident/injury occurring. Ask yourself, if you don't correct the hazard, could a airman die, have a disabling injury, or require first aid. What is the potential for property damage? Could failure to correct the hazard result in loss of equipment needed to accomplish the mission? Will the loss be minor? 

4. Correct or control the hazard. Be sure that airmen perform the activity to the standards contained in the proper FM, TM, AR, SOP, etc. Eliminate the hazard if possible by redesigning the operation, substituting a less hazardous process, etc. If the hazard must remain because of mission requirements, reduce exposure by separation, guarding, warning devices, or administrative controls. Use common sense and experience. Provide and use appropriate personal protective equipment that will reduce the effects of exposure to an acceptable level. 

Evaluation Preparation

Setup: Evaluate this task before an overnight field exercise or tactical exercise. 

Brief Airman: Tell the airman what the activity encompasses and that he will have to do an assessment of the accident potential (hazards) for that task.
