	Requirement:
	Members must be aware of the hazards and unsafe conditions that 
are present in deploying to, serving in, and returning from a tactical 
situation.  Although safety is addressed in all actions and certain training objectives, e.g., safety hazards associated with equipment items are addressed during that particular training, safety must be brought to the forefront of the overall operation.  Reiterate or recap hazards associated with specific items or actions.  Recap hazards inherent with the field site, its erection,  and transportation (examples of this would include tripping hazards at a mature site, the effects of fatigue and climatic injuries).  In addition to identifying hazards, provide preventative measures to remove or lessen the 
chance of personal injury.

	Members must be aware of all known and potential hazards associated with tactical support.

1.  Safety is top priority.  There's no excuse for shortcuts at the expense of safety for personnel or equipment.  During deployments  situations arise that may compromise safety if positive action isn't taken to correct the hazard  All team members are responsible for maintaining a safe environment.  Unsafe behavior will not be tolerated.  

2.  At each site the senior NCO will create a safety hazard list for that site (Put in Log Book).  The entire team will conduct a safety walk around immediately after site set up, then periodically thereafter.

	
	

	
	


3.  Don't operate equipment you haven't been trained on.  Find someone who will instruct you on correct methods and procedures for operating, repairing, or replacing equipment.

4.  Failure to observe safety in all phases of a deployment, places every individual there in possible physical danger.

5.  Remember: SAFETY FIRST, LAST, and ALWAYS.

6.  Safety Checklist:

·  Vehicles/Driving



(1)  Are vehicles parked so they will not roll in bivouac area?    



(2)  Does each vehicle have a fire extinguisher and first aid kit?     



(3)  Are loads properly distributed?                                     



(4)  Do operators have current drivers licenses?



(5)  Are ground guides being used while backing vehicles?



(6)  Are operators aware of type of fuel to be used in vehicles?



(7)  During periods of blackout do ground guides walk 6ft in front of moving vehicles?



(8)  Do ground guides have and use a flashlight with a red filter?

·  Generator Operation



(1)  Are fire extinguishers available for use if necessary?



(2)  Are generators turned off during refueling?



(3)  Is fuel stored at least 20 ft from generators?



(4)  Are generators properly grounded?



(5)  Is the switch sending power to the system left off until the unit is fully operational and all adjustments are made?



(6)  All personnel properly trained in generator operation and generator safety?



(7)  All connections to equipment made with generator off?



(8)  Are all operations conducted in strict accordance with the operators manual for each piece of equipment.

·  Fuel Storage



(1)  Are fuel cans marked to indicate contents?



(2)  Are cans stored at least fifty feet from open flames and/or bivouac areas?



(3)  Are fire extinguishers operable and easily accessible?



(4) Is fuel stored out of direct sunlight whenever possible?

·  Bivouac Area



(1)  Is area free from tripping hazards?



(2)  Do personnel sleep under vehicles? (Not allowed.)



(3)  Is bivouac area located away from dry washes and dead trees?



(4)  Are wires from generators buried to prevent tripping?



(5)  Is area kept free of trash?

·  Hearing Protection



(1)  Do personnel have hearing protection readily available?



(2)  Is hearing protection being used when needed?

·  Radios



(1)  Are antennas grounded with stakes and wire if not mounted on a mast?



(2)  Are antennas disconnected from radios before being moved, or before performing any type of maintenance on them?



(3)  When antennas are hung in trees, are ropes situated to avoid tripping and tightly secured to keep the antenna from slipping and/or falling?



(4)  Are support lines marked with tape or cloth so they can be seen?

·  Weapons



(1)  Does each individual completely understand weapons operation?



(2)  Are the rules of engagement clearly spelled out and understood?



(3)  Is each member qualified to operate the weapon they have?



(4)  Is the weapons clearing procedure understood?



(5)  Are weapons left unloaded unless tactically necessary?



(6)  Is ammunition stored in a safe place?



(7)  Are weapons kept in a clean and operable condition at all times?

·  Unexploded Ordinance (Reference: Army FM 9-16)



(1)  Are all areas checked upon arrival at a new site?



(2)  Does each member understand the hazard presented by UXO?



(3)  Do they consider the hazard of booby traps and mines?



(4)  If anything suspicious is found: NEVER TOUCH THE DEVICE! Mark the area conspicuously with white cloth or anything handy--rock, tree branches.



(5)  If more than one individual, one should stay to guard the area, other person going for help should notify the proper authority.
