Perform System Power-Up/Login Procedures on the WEW.

· Turn on the UPS
· Turn on the UCU and login, perform the following procedures:
· Turn on the HCU by pressing the green power switch on the lower right front of the unit.  Turn on the UCU by moving the power toggle switch on the left front to the ON position and pressing the PWR key on the keyboard.
After the checks are completed, the software will display the hostname and ask for confirmation.  Enter [Y] for yes or press [enter] if the hostname is correct.  The startup procedure will complete and the IMETS Weather Effects Workstation Login Window will be displayed.
If the hostname is incorrect, enter [N] for no and then enter the appropriate hostname.  The startup procedure will complete and the IMETS Weather Effects Workstation Login Window will be displayed.
At the login prompt, enter [wfx1].
At the password prompt, enter the password to start the Weather Effects Workstation Software.  The Weather Effects Software Main Screen and Menu Bar will be displayed.

Messages Sent.  Indicates how many United States Message Text Format (USMTF) messages () the Common Message Processor (CMP) has transmitted.






Messages Received.  Indicates how many USMTF messages have been received by the CMP.






Messages Acknowledged.  Indicates how many USMTF messages have been acknowledged by the CMP.






Message Errors.  Indicates how many errors were encountered during the transmission of USMTF messages.






Classification.  Indicates the classification, UNCLASSIFIED, CONFIDENTIAL, and SECRET, of the system.






System.  Identifies the system being used (IMETS).






Role.  Displays the current OR name.






System Date and Time.  Displays the system's local and UTC date and time settings.  There is a toggle button to the left of the local time, which toggles to display the Julian date.
