1
State the purpose of the Diagnostic window.
WEW SUM





This menu allows the operator, Sys Admin, ISSO, or Software Maintainers to look at the various processes that are running to ensure proper functioning or to view error messages.





2
Identify what information the Top Process Monitor provides.

Allows the system manager to look at the processes running in the upper memory and shows the top 15 processes that is using a portion of the processor's capacity.





3
Display a graphical representation of the processor load.

· Click on Diagnostics from the main menu
· Select Xload from the pull down menu. 
· Press <Return> or the left trackball button and the Xload window will appear.  





4
Identify the function of the Decoder Status.

This is a real time display of the AWN and AFWA decoder operational status.  The screen will update approximately every 10 seconds until a <control-C> terminates the operations.  It shows the processes that are decoding the weather data being received.  If the processes are not running, it will be displayed here.

Run a diagnostic on the system.

· Select Diagnostics from the main menu.

· Select Extended Diagnostics on the pull down menu.  This launches the MDX program and begins the hardware diagnostics.

Ping Network Hosts.

To ping the Tactical Name Server (TNS), the Internet Gateway (IGW) or other clients:

· Select  Diagnostics on the main menu

· Select Ping Network Hosts from the pull down menu.

· Select TNS (or IGW or Other Clients) from the next pull down menu.  Position the outline where desired and press the <Return> key.  The PingClients window will be displayed.

· If the TNS is available, the pinging will be automatic and the results will be shown in the window.  If the TNS is not available, a statement to that effect will be shown in the window.

· When pinging is complete, press <Return> to exit the application and close the window.

NOTE: A perfect connection is 100% packet return and 0% returned means that the target is unreachable

Review a few of the Comm System Logs.

· Select Comm System Logs

· The Comm Sys Logs pull down menu will display the following logs to review:

· Comm Interface Status Window: Displays the communications interface processes that are currently running.  If it shows no indication or if indication is old, restart the communications processes
· IncomingMailStatus:  Reflects the activity of the mesg_mailer as new mail is received
· SendmailStatus: Shows how Sendmail handles a message.
· Comm Server Status Window: Displays system messages.  These messages concern the status of communication processes that are processing, or that have attempted to start processing.
· Inbound Bridge Status: Provides information on messages as they pass from the comm server to the CMP
· NetAdmin Status: Provides information on the operation of the TCOMM.
· Netadmin ErrOut Status: Provides further information on the operation of the Comm Server
· Outbound Bridge Status: Shows the ascii code for the messages as they pass from the CMP to the Comm Server.
· Outbound Daemon Status: Shows activity by the CMP.

Identify where to view day to day processes that must be running for the software to work.

The Menu System Logs window provides the operator a view of:

· Control Panel Status.  Provides information on the operations of the control panel and the status of any programs associated with the Control Panel.  If there are problems, restart the Control Panel.

· Launcher Status.  This is a good place to watch as other programs are initiated.  The program start commands will be shown here, as well as short error messages if a program fails to open properly.
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
