Identify the capabilities the Tools Menu provides.

The Tools Menu provides MS Windows (with Office 97), a calculator, a system clock, and a web browser.  Allows access to the IMETS home page on NIPRNet/SIPRNet and will eventually allow access to all the BFA home pages that will be generated.  The following are available:

· IMETS Home Page.  Contents can be checked and changed as required.  From here there is access to BFA’s and forecasting products developed by the CWT.
· Online Documentation.  This gives the operator access to all available IMETS manuals from a CD-Rom.  The on-line help is active and linked so that you can find general topics or more detailed inputs.

· WEB Page Generator.  This utility opens WEB Kit 2.2.  The menu choices are System, Products, Forecasts, and Weather Obs.  These menus allow the operator to better manage his output for easy access by the customers.
· Snapshot.  Ability to capture windows, areas or an entire screen.  It saves as an XWD tagged files and can be placed on any home pages.

Name the homepage for your IMETS.

· From Tools, Select WEB Page Generator
· Select System
· Select Page Setup
· Type in the name and select Save

Create new web links.

To create a link perform the following procedures:
· Select System from the Web Page Generator menu.
· Select Web Links from the pulldown menu.
· Type in an easily recognizable name for the link you are creating.
· Type in the link in URL format.  (Either DNS entry or an IP address).
· Select Add Link and then Select Save.
· Quit.

Identify the capabilities the Products menu provides to manipulate products and their location or access.

The choices are:

·  Grab Image.  Allows the user to grab an image and place it on the home page.  To do so, select Grab Image, then place the cursor over the desired image and click the left trackball button.  The image will be saved and sent where you want it to go.

· Import.  This utility allows the operator to import other products to the home page, such as output from Snapshot.
· Edit Image.  Edit a "grabbed" image and highlight areas, add text, or make other enhancements to the image before submitting the image to the IMETS home page.
· Submit.  Place the product on the home page in the proper windows after the operator has created a product, made any necessary enhancements, given it an overlay name, and verified that the automatic routing selection is correct.
· Print.  Print a grabbed or imported image without having to print directly from the IMETS homepage.
· Delete.  Ability to do a cleanup by BFA, product or region or to delete all products previously posted to the homepage.

Create a CNN style forecast for a period of time.

The operator can also post his 24-hour forecast in TAF code format using this program.  To access this selection:

· Select Forecasts from the Web Page Generator menu.

· Select New from the pull-down menu. 

· Once all entries have been made select Generate Page and then select Close.

Post weather observations to the IMETS homepage.

To submit an observation to the homepage

· Select Weather Obs on the Web Page Generator menu.  

· Type in the region name, usually the AO name. 

· Type in the observation within the Weather Observation window.  

· Select Add Obs and then select Close.  

The observation should now be accessible by selecting the Weather Observation link on the IMETS homepage.

Choose a specific window and save and print the image-using Snapshot.

To use Snapshot.

· Select Tools from the main menu.
· Select Imaging Tools from the pulldown menu.
· Select Snapshot.  The Snapshot V3.4 window will be displayed. 
· Select Window, and then select Hide Window during Snap.
· Select the Snap button.  Position the cursor over the window to be snapped and <LB>.  The window will be captured and displayed in the Snapshot Viewer window.
· Select Print in the Snapshot V3.4 window.  Then <RB> on Options.  This will present a Print Option window that allows for setting values that effect the image printed.  When these values are set, select Print at the bottom of the window.  The snapped image will be sent to the printer and the Print Options window will close.
· When done, close the Snapshot V3.4 window.  If the image has not been saved, the program will prompt to either save the image, or to discard it and exit.  
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
