1
Name the two functions the Configure Menu performs.

The Configure Menu allows the operator to access the Communications Server to troubleshoot communications, and Set the Time Zone used for the system time





2
Identify the functions located in the Comm Server Menu.

The Comm Server Menu has the following selections:
· IMETS Address Book.  This selection displays the User ID, Host name, OR Name and the Combat Net Radio number.
· Start Comm Server. Once started a Common Applications window will display in the upper left-hand corner of the screen. During normal operations, the Common applications Window will open upon system startup and should always remain open or minimized.
· Stop Comm Server. 
· Configure Delivery Agent. This tells the Communications Server the type of communications to use when sending and receiving USMTF messages. To configure the connection type, perform the following procedures:
· Load/Save Comm Config.  This selection gives the operator the capability of saving communications configurations to the hard drive or to a floppy disk.

Configure the communications connection for sending and receiving USMTF messages.

To configure the connection type, perform the following procedures:
· Select Configure from the main menu.
· Select Configure Delivery Agent.
· Select Sendmail from the Configure Delivery Agent.
· Select File and then select Exit, to save changes and exit the program.

Stop the Communications Server.

To stop the Communications Server, perform the following procedures:
· Select Configure from the main menu.
· Select Comm Server.
· Select Stop Comm Server.

Save a communications configuration to the hard drive or floppy disk.

To save a configuration that is already defined, perform the following procedures:
· Select Configure from the main menu.
· Select Load/Save Comm Config.
· In the text entry box type in a name for the configuration that you want to save.
· Select Disk if the configuration is to be saved to the hard drive or select Floppy if the configuration is to be saved to a floppy disk.
· Select the Save Config function button at the bottom of the Comm Configuration window.
· An Info window will display indicating the Save was successful.  Select the OK button.  The communications configuration should now be saved.

Load a previously defined communications configuration.

To load a previously defined communications configuration that was saved on the hard drive or a floppy disk perform the following procedures:
· If loading from a floppy, put the floppy disk into the floppy drive.
· Select Configure from the main menu.
· Select Load/Save from the pulldown menu.
· If loading from a floppy select floppy at the bottom of the window.  If loading from the hard drive select disk at the bottom of the window.
· Select the configuration name that you want to load.
· Select the Load Config function button at the bottom of the Comm Configuration window.

An Info window will display indicating the load was successful.  Select the OK.

Demonstrate how to delete a communications configuration.

To delete a communications configuration perform the following procedures:

Select Configure from the main menu.

Select Load/Save from the pulldown menu.

If deleting from a floppy disk select floppy at the bottom of the window.  If deleting from the hard drive select disk at the bottom of the window.
Select the name of the communications configuration that is to be deleted.

Select the Delete Config function button at the bottom of the Comm Configuration window.  

A Query window will display asking if you are sure you want to delete the configuration.  Select Yes.  The chosen communications configuration should now be deleted.

Change the time zone used by the system for the system time

To set the time zone, perform the following procedures:

· Select Configure from the main menu.

· Select Set Time Zone. 

· Select the Current Timezone Toggle button.  While holding down the left trackball button slide the selection bar to the correct timezone and release the left trackball button.

· Select File on the top menu bar of the Set Timezone window.

· Select File and Save to save the changes.

· Select File and Exit to exit the program. 

· Select the Local toggle button in the upper right of the screen beside the system time.

To change the System Time perform the following procedures:

· Select Configure from the main menu.

· Select Set Time Zone.  The Set Time Zone window will display.

· Select System on the Set Timezone window menu bar.  

· Select Clock.  The Date Time window will now be displayed.

· Set the Day/Month/Year/Hour/Minutes by scrolling the scroll buttons beside the appropriate window.

· Once the correct entries are displayed select the OK button.

· The changes will be saved and take effect when the Set Time Zone program
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
