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	RECALL PROCEDURES


1.0.  References:  607 WSI 90-301

2.0.  General:  All members should complete the actions contained within this SOP with a sense of urgency when conducting recall procedures, even during exercise scenarios.

3.0.  Procedures:
3.1.  The on-duty CC Seoul forecaster will initiate recall procedures if notified by the 607 Weather Squadron Commander, Director of Operations, DOW OIC or NCOIC.
3.2. Recall initiation will be administered by following the instructions on the Flight Recall Roster (attachment 1).  Once notified, all flight personnel will complete the required actions as instructed through the recall.

3.4.  Upon notification of a recall, all personnel will report to their respective work areas within 1 hour.  Stops will not be made for shaving, showering or dining.  A sense of urgency is critical.

3.5.  One hour after recall notification, the ranking member on duty will ensure the UCC is up-dated on DOW personnel status.  Follow-up phone calls will be made every thirty minutes until 100% accountability is made of all DOW personnel.

3.6.  ROKAF personnel will not be recalled, unless directed by 607 WS/CC or DO.

3.7.  COMSEC and OPSEC does apply and will be adhered to at all times.  Be cognizant of what is said over unsecured telephone lines and during other conversations.  Do not leave classified materials unsecured.
