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1.0.  Reference: Local Policy
2.0.  General:  The Command Operations Center in CC Seoul hosts the Crisis Action Team (CAT) when activated. This makes the CC Seoul on-duty forecaster the point-of-contact when the CAT is initially activated. The on-duty forecaster must remain alert for any changes in normal operations (i.e. increase in phone traffic or personnel coming/going) signaling a significant event has taken place. Ask the C3 Operations or C2 Intelligence officer if any significant event took place, what happened, and where. This will allow you to lean forward and gather meteorological data before being asked questions.
3.0. Procedures:
3.1.  When notified of any significant event/operation, notify the DOW NCOIC & OIC. Pass on any information not considered classified or sensitive. Remember OPSEC/COMSEC take priority. If required, recall the DOW NCOIC/OIC into CC Seoul.

3.1.1.  Start focusing on weather for the location/area of interest, to include:

3.1.1.1.  Current and past observations.
3.1.1.2.  Current satellite and radar.
3.1.1.3.  Any significant weather (i.e. heavy rains, high winds, etc).

3.1.1.4.  Any other significant information you deem relevant.

3.2.  Upon CAT activation, immediately recall the DOW NCOIC & OIC to CC Seoul.
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
