2.0.  General:  Quality Assurance (QA) is a continuous process for detecting and correcting errors on all products produced.  The primary purpose of this program is to eliminate errors before they reach our customers and identify potential training deficiencies.
 

3.0.  Procedures:

 
3.1.  All forecasters are responsible for the quality assurance of our forecast products.  To ensure products reach our customers error-free, before-the-fact quality control approach will be used.  “Before-the-fact” implies checking the product before it reaches the intended recipient.
 
3.1.1.  Ensure all products are horizontally consistent.
 
3.1.2.  Ensure all identified errors are corrected prior to transmitting the product.
 
3.1.3.  Ensure all printouts are reviewed before distributing/using..
