1.0.  Reference: Letter of Instruction (LOI) for CFC and USFK Weather Operations
2.0.  General: The Combined Operational Area Forecast (COAF) is a 00-120 hour forecast of the weather for ten geographical areas encompassing both north and South Korea. The Horizontal Weather Depiction (HWD) chart is the graphical representation of the COAF.
2.2.  During exercises and contingencies, the CC Seoul Weather Support Unit transfers functions to CP TANGO, combining with the ROKAF and joint services to form the Combined Meteorological Forecast Unit (CMFU).

2.3.  During exercises and contingencies, the 20 OWS is responsible for the COAF production and dissemination.  Using the forecast funnel concept the COAF will be tailored to the KTO warfighting/contingency mission needs and serves as the official KTO forecast guidance on which all other applicable weather products will be based.  A forecast consensus among 20 OWS, CWTs, and the CMFU will be discussed and coordinated through METCONs until solidified.  This fosters and achieves the "One Theater – One Forecast" objective, imperative to wartime, contingency, and exercise success. The first day will be amended as necessary.

3.0.  Procedures

3.1.  The 20 OWS will provide the COAF two times daily. The HWD product will be issued once daily, but updated as required.
3.2.  At the scheduled time, the lead forecaster at CP TANGO will print a copy of the draft COAF and HWDs from the 20 OWS web page. An in-house discussion between USAF, USN and ROKAF officers will be held prior to the COAF phone Meteorological Conference (METCON).
3.3.  At the scheduled time, the CMFU will open and lead the METCON IAW established exercise/contingency Letters of Instructions, Communications Operating Instructions, or OPLANs (see attachment).
