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1.0. References: FM 3-3, Local Policy

2.0. General: EDM's are 12-hour forecasts of upper-air wind flow. The U.S. Army Chemical section uses this information for the computations of fallout patterns. The downwind message is produced by AFWA with the header FUPA30 KGWC. Coordinate specific valid times and delivery requirements with NBC personnel. 

3.0. Procedures: The EDM is self explanatory, with a 12 and 24 hour forecast for wind direction and speed based on the explosive force of the weapon. 

3.1. Procedures for retrieving an EDM follow:

3.1.1.  Open Internet Explorer and go to the JAAWIN web page (https://www.afwin.afwa.af.mil/index.html).

3.1.2.  Click the "Asia" button.

3.1.3.  Scroll down to "Alphanumeric," and go over to "Bulletins."

3.1.4.  In the "Bulletins" web page, type in FUPA30 and click "Get Bulletin."

3.1.7. The legend is as follows: A=2KT, B-5KT, G=3MT (KT=kiloton, MT-megaton). Wind direction is in 3 digits and in the direction the wind is blowing to. Wind speed is in 3 digits and in kilometers per hour (KPH)
