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1.0.  References: Local Policy.

2.0. General:  These procedures were developed to support the AFN News broadcast and the AFN Radio forecast.  

3.0.  AFN TV Forecast Procedures:

3.1.  AFN TV Document:  The AFN TV document is used by AFN personnel to create the graphics and the accompanying voice over for the evening news that is broadcast at 1800L and 2200L.  The form is a two-page word document with a graphics section and a text section. The form is completed Monday-Friday by 1215L.  The form completion is explained below.

3.1.1.  Forecast Weather:  This is simply the forecast Lows and Highs for the 7 locations listed. Both temperatures will be for the following day.

3.1.2.  Tonight’s Forecast:  This section is a forecast of the evening’s weather for 7 different locations.  From north to south, the locations are as follows: Camp Page, Seoul, Osan, Kunsan, Tageu, Pusan, and Cheju.  Using the codes in the legend, develop a forecast for each location concerning the night’s weather, and post the information in the appropriate text block on the form.  

NOTE: Use attachment 1 to this SOP to select the appropriate weather symbols.

3.1.3.  Tomorrow’s Forecast:  This section is a general outlook at tomorrow’s weather.  Use the same procedures as explained above in the “Tonight’s Forecast” section to complete this next step.  
3.1.4.  Extended Outlook:  The extended outlook section is used by the graphics section to complete the days 3-5 graphics. Use the same procedures for the symbols that were used for the Tonight’s and Tomorrow’s Forecast.  For the plain language section, a brief explanation of clouds and any precip is all that is necessary.  For the High Temps section, put in the maximum temps expected during the day. You may put more than one temperature range (50’s/60’s) if necessary.

3.1.5.  Text:  The second page is the rough text of what the TV Broadcaster will say.  Ensure the text matches up with what the graphics indicate. The broadcaster will not usually read this word for word, but it is usually pretty close.
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4.0.  AFN Radio Forecast Procedures:

4.1.  AFN Radio Document:  The AFN Radio document is the forecast AFN personnel broadcast over the AFN radio station.  The form is completed seven days a week by 0300L.  The form completion is explained below.

4.1.1.  Forecast for Today, Tonight, and the Outlook:  This is a simple plain language forecast for all of South Korea.  Mention sky condition, (winds if significant), precipitation, and high’s and low’s as appropriate.  If necessary, differentiate areas affected on the peninsula. 

4.1.2.  Current Temperatures:   Insert the current temperatures for the eight locations.
