	OFF-PENINSULA REPORT


1.0. References: Local Policy

2.0. General:  The Off-peninsula report is created anytime the CFC commanding general is out of the country.  The report provides the general the same information as the 0900hr briefing.

3.0.   Report requirements:

3.1.  The C3 Operations officer will inform you when the CFC commander will be out of country. It is your responsibility to inform all other CC Seoul forecasters, NCOIC and OIC of the dates, and start up-dating the Off-Peninsula Report.  At a minimum, the report will need to be updated immediately following the 0900hr briefing. Coordinate with the C2 Operations officer.
3.2.  The report can only be accessed using the GCCS-K computer. The file is located in the following folder:

ftproot on ‘Tafs002’\Real World\C.3.20 - Operations Archive\Watch Officer Archives\23 CDR’s Off-Pen Ops Updates\MMMYY   (where MMMYY is the current month & year).
4.0.  Content/Preparation: 

4.1.  The report will be phrased using the COP Weather overlay briefing script.

4.2.  For the satellite picture, and cloud forecast model loop, delete the verbiage talking about the screen (i.e.  “Sir, on the left side of the screen the latest satellite image shows mostly clear skies across the peninsula). Where the text is struck through is what you would delete.
4.3.  Since there are no graphics associated with the off-peninsula report, all graphical references must indicate cities, bases, and USFK Areas (i.e.  instead of “Area A is AMBER for AIR…” you would change it to say “USFK Areas 1 & 2, and Osan AB are AMBER for AIR…)

4.4.  Omit the following lines from the COP Weather overlay briefing script:


“NEXT OVERLAY PLEASE”


“Sir, pending your questions I will be followed by C2.”

4.4.  Once you’ve made all the updates, save and close the document and notify the C2 Operations officer.
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
