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1.0.  References:  GCCS-K Reference Guide
2.0.  General:  The GCCS-K computer system is used by both the ROK and US military. Classification level is SECRET ROK/US. No SECRET (US only) data will be put on to the GCCS-K computer. In all other aspects, the GCCS-K works the same as a regular NIPRNET computer. The Command & Control Person Computer (C2PC) program runs on the GCCS-K computer, and is the software used to display the Common Operating Picture (COP) slides.

3.0.  C2PC Procedures:
3.1.  Starting: To start C2PC, perform the following: 
3.1.1.  Click the “Start” button, go to “Programs,” then “C2PC ACCT GRP” and then select “C2PC Client.”
3.1.2.  If you are not already centered on the Korean peninsula, right-click over Korea, and select “Center Here.”
3.1.3.  Zoom in to your preference.
3.2.  Creating Shortcuts to Overlays: If you do not have the COP Weather Overlays already configured for your logon, you will need to use the following procedures:

3.2.1.  Open C2PC – if your Overlays folder list is not visible – on the Main menu, click on “Tools” menu, and then select “Overlays.”
3.2.2.  Now located on the left side of the screen is the Overlay folders list window.

3.2.3.  In the Overlays folders list window, right click on the word “Overlays,” select “New,” and then click “Folder Shortcut.”
3.2.4.  A “Create Folder Shortcut” window will pop open.
3.2.5.  Click on “Browse…” button.
3.2.6.  Locate the mapped server with the overlays you want mapped. For the COP weather overlays, they are located at:

\\Tafs002\Real World\B.3.01_Current COP Overlays\02 ‑ Weather\1.5M Overlays.
3.2.7.  Select the “02 – Weather” folder, and then click “OK” button.
3.3.  Standard Map Colors.  The COP Weather overlays must comply with map standards set by CFC.  The two map standards concerning us are the map colors for land and ocean.
3.3.1.  On the C2PC Main menu, click on “Map,” and then select “Map Colors.” The “Map Colors” window will open.

3.3.2.  In the “Map Color Items,” choose “Land,” and then input the following numbers for each block:
